The 2nd edition of the Security International Conference  

Bucharest 
November, 16-17 2007 

 
 During November, 16-17, at the Conference Center of the World Trade Center – Sofitel, in Bucharest, 
took place below the credit title “Private Security – reality and necessity” the 2nd Security International 
Conference. 
  The manifestation had proposed to create an extensive frame of discussions and a concrete and 
sustained dialogue in the importance context which is getting bigger everyday that security industry achieved 
on the Romanian market of specialized services. 

The Conference had as an initiator the Romanian Security Industry Association (ARIS) and as a 
partner the Employ of Security Services (PSS), member of the Coordinating Committee of Romanian Private 

Security Services (CCRPSS). 
Same as the first edition – in 2006, the manifestation 

had enjoyed a numerous and prestigious international 
attendance. 

Those who had opening speeches were: Gabriel 
Mihai BADEA – President of the Romanian Security 
Industry Association (ARIS); Ion POPESCU – President of 
the Employ of Security Services (PSS). 

Bruce GEORGE – English Congressman, vice-
chairman of the Security International Institute had spoken 
about the necessity of creating a security culture and a 
modern industry in the sector. 

Hilde De CLERK – General Secretary of CoESS 
referred to the importance of polarizing the European industry in an integer and to the help the organisation 
where she is part of the management can give to the national systems of European security. 

The intervention of the great European statesman had been centered upon the explanation of some 
aspects regarding the European Service Directive, the reasons that the public security services are not 
included in this document and the perspective starting to outline concerning the approach of these aspects by 
the European Council. 

Meaningful interventions for defining the role and place of Romanian security industry on internal and 
international plan had the following too: Chief Aurel CATRINOIU  – Service Chief in the Police Department 
for Public Order  of the Romanian Police’s General Inspectorate and Costica CANACHEU – Romanian 
Congressman, President of the Commission for Public Order and National Security of the Deputy Chamber. 

Adelina PALADE, Coordinator of the Authorities Relations Department and NGO in the Romanian 
Intelligence Services, referred to the importance of the partnership between private security industry and 
state’s institutions with duties in national security domain. 

The Employ of Security Services is the only Romanian organization in the private security sector, 
representative for the branch “Investigations activities and goods and persons protection” (CAEN CODE 
7460), This one defends and promotes the economic, technical and judicial interests of over 100 associated 
and joint members. 



Among its members, PATROSEC assures work and life conditions for a decent life for approximately 
32.000 employees. Each year, the members’ turnover registers increases with10-15%. PATROSEC provides 
with the help of its composing members’ measures of protection and guarding at economic units and 
institutions, physical and other judicial persons as well as measures of security and order in some cultural and 
sportive manifestations; 

Is an active member of the Confederation of European Security Services since 2005. 
ARIS together with PATROSEC and ARTS formed in 2007 the Coordinating Committee of Romanian 

Private Security Services (CCRPSS) – organization 
recognized by CoESS as a social partner in the discussions 
referring to the harmonization of the legislative frame and 
Security Industry’s quality standards of the EU. 

On the way of the manifestation, carried on below the 
credit title “Private Security – reality and necessity” other 
had speeches too: Peter JONES, Mark BUTTON, Ken 
LIVINGSTONE, Gordon LILLY  from Great Britain and 
Ingo PAS from Slovenia. 

In the 2nd part of the day there were carried on 
discussions about changing the actual legislation. There were 
proposed solutions for improving the legal frame, the 
flexibility growth and control improvement. 

The thematic proposed and the presentations done by experts in the field had come to meet the 
specialists, joining with this in order to create and consolidate the culture of  private security in Romania.   
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
