Economic recovery not yet visible for European air transport sector

EUROCONTROL is forecasting that the number of flights in Europe will show a year-on-year decline of 6% in 2009 according to the
latest Short-Term Forecast. All market seg ments are affected by the decline in traffic, as are most European countries. According to
the EUROCONTROL Sheifterm Forecast, the five busiest States (U nited Kingdom, Germany, Spain, France and lItaly) all contributed
to a decline in traffic on the Europe an network between May and August 2009. In the UK, traffic is expected to fall by 8% in 2009,
partly caused by the reduction in internal flights and in flows to/from US and most of big European States. Internal flights and the
weak flows to big European States have also considerably affected the traffic growth in Italy which is predicted to be down by 2%.
Spain, France and Germany are likely to see a year-on-year decrease in traffic of 8%, 7% and 6% respectively. Turkey is one of the
few countries expected to see a growth in traffic in 2009 dwith a pr edicted +3% increase over 2008. All major market segments are
continuing to oper ate fewer flights than in 2008.

EU and Georgia start negotiations on a Common Aviation Area Agreement

Delegations from Georgia and the European Union met on October 6-7, 2009 in Thilisi, Georgia, for the first round of negotiations on
a comprehensive aviation agreement between bot h sides. The European Commission received a mandate to negotiate a Common
Aviation Area Agreement with Georgia in June 2009, following its proposal to open negotiations at the beginning of that year. The
agreement aims at mutually opening the respective ma rkets and at integrating Georgia into European aviation structures. Georgia
will harmonise its legislation with European standards and implement a large part of the EU's aviation rules. The agreement w ill be
a further step in creating a wider Common Aviati on Area between the EU and its neighbours. Similar agreements have been
concluded already between the EU and the Western Balkan countries and between the EU and Morocco. Currently, the EU is
negotiating such agreements also with Ukraine, Jordan and Israel. The new comprehensive aviation agreement would be an
important step towards strengthening aviation relations between the two partners. Passenger and cargo traffic between the EU and
Georgia have significantly increased since 2004 with a growth of around 1 4 percentage points per year.

The new Directive 2009/81/EC on defence and security procurement entered into force on August 21, 2009. The Directive will be
the cornerstone of a truly European Defence Market supporting the development of the European defence -related supplier base. Up
until now, the vast majority of defence and sensitive security procurement contracts have been exempted from the Internal Mar ket
rules. One of the reasons for this is that the existing EU procurement rules are considered to beill  -suited for most defence - and
security -related purchases.

British Security Industry Authority (SIA)  announce new updated and modular training to be introduced

New licence-linked qualifications are to be introduced in 2010, bringing the training up  -to-date and introducing a modular structure.
This follows an industry -led review of the SIA specifications that drive training content. The new specifications reflect current

industry best practice so that individuals working in the security sectors undergo good basic training for their role. A new structure
with core plus specialist modules means less overlap and duplication in content across the sectors. This will make it easier to get
qualified to obtain more than one licence, as just the relevant and required training needs to be taken for each additional

qualification. The new qualifications are now being d eveloped by the awarding bodies and will be offered by training providers

across the United Kingdom from June 2010 for door supervisors and January 2010 for operatives in all other sectors (September 2010
in Scotland). After these dates, all applicants app lying for a SIA licence for the first time must hold either the new qualification or a
current qualification that is less than 3 years old.
